Dug Bar meeting – Forrest Service was late to the meeting. They want the buildings to go away even though they have volunteers to do the repair and maintenance work. Committee (which one?) is fighting the USFS decision and will get the Historical Society involved to help save the old structures. Christmas Creek is a good example of what works.
